“Feminist theory in the theological field”
The Centre for Women’s Studies Theology (CWST) is an interdisciplinary academic centre. The CWST encourages scientific research by, for and about women in theology and religious sciences. It stimulates the debate on issues of gender in religion and theology. 

The CWST gathers undergraduate and graduate students, professors of K.U.Leuven and other universities and all who actively want to pursue the goals of the Centre. The Centre welcomes men and women, and works on a non-hierarchical basis. Discussions are held in English, but basic knowledge of English is sufficient to participate. 
The CWST meets every six weeks in the forum. There the members present their work in progress or they discuss specific topics with visiting scholars. The CWST also plans new activities during the forum, and prepares symposia with guest speakers. All interested are invited.

This academic year students, junior and senior scholars are encouraged to submit papers for presentation in the forum that address the main theme of the CWST “Feminst theory in the theological field”. Papers should focus on the influence of feminist thinking on the own theological research field. 
Paper presentations should be delivered in English and should be approximately 20 minutes in length. In the forum they will be followed by a discussion with the members. 

Paper proposals should be accompanied by an abstract of 200-250 words in English. The publication of selected papers in a themed volume is possible.
